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Export and Import

Trading of live animals, animal products and food within the European community and EEC, and import from third countries must be registered in the EU database TRACES (TRAde Control and Expert System). The first part of the Health Certificate can be filled out electronically in TRACES and then sent to the Norwegian Food Safety Authority for approval. Import of live animals and animal products to Norway must be registered in the electronic database Matilda VAM.

* Import
- 
Within EU/EEC:

The Exporter must register the shipment in TRACES.

The Importer must register the shipment in Matilda VAM.

Both registrations are required in order to produce a trade certificate for the shipment.

-
 Outside EU/EEC:

The Importer must register the shipment in TRACES in order to obtain a CVED certificate for the shipment.  The package will then be controlled by customs officials during transit.

* Export:
In order to send animals within the EU/EEC, you must be registered in the TRACES database and report all shipment to TRACES.
